Dr. Paul Wordsworth is a Research Fellow at the University of Oxford specializingin the archaeology
of the medieval Caucasus and Central Asia, with a particular interest on the northeastern fringes
of the early Islamic world.

Emanuele E. Intagliata is an Aassociated Professor at The University of Milan; He was also invited as a
research assistant at the Centre for Urban Network Evolutions (UrbNet, Aarhus University, Denmark) - a
Centre of Excellence funded by the Danish National Research Foundation. He has published extensively on
the evolution of cities, Roman frontiers, and fortifications, focusing particularly on the Syrian steppe (Pal-
myra), northwest Anatolia (Tzanica), and western Georgia (Lazica). His book, ‘Palmyra after Zenobia’ (Oxbow
2018), explores the history and archaeology of the UNESCO World Heritage Site of Palmyra between the fall
of Zenobia and the collapse of the Umayyad dynasty (AD 273-750), and, in particular, its crucial role in the
defence of the Syrian Session of the Roman eastern frontier in Late Antiquity. Currently, he is collaborat-
ing with colleagues from Ivane Javakhishvili Tbilisi State University (Davit Naskidashvili) and the Georgian
National Museum (Prof. Revaz Papuashvili) to throw light on urban settlement patterns and trade networks
along the Rioni river in the Medieval period.
